WGGSL Fall 2021 Season
General Manager / Parent Information
Fall 2021 Season:  Games will begin on Saturday, Sept 11, 2021 and the season will go through Nov 13. Games will be on Saturdays and there will be double-headers for all divisions except 6U.  8U will have some double headers, as not all leagues wish to participate in double headers. In fall, we play as part of the Central League Fall Ball (CLFB) alliance which includes the following 12 leagues: Buena Park, Central Orange, Cypress, Fountain Valley, Garden Grove, Huntington Beach, Long Beach Heartwell, Los Alamitos, Santa Ana, South Huntington Beach, and West Grove.   This means that about half of the games will be at Enders and the other half will be at other league locations.  Schedules are expected to be available in the next few weeks, along with relevant field information.
Enders Field Rules:  No dogs, tobacco, e-cigarettes, alcohol, drugs or motorized bikes/scooters permitted on Enders property.  No access prior to 4pm on weekdays and 9am on weekends is permitted.  Please wait in the parking lot if you arrive prior to these times.  These rules are strictly enforced, and the first offense will be a warning, a second offense will result in the loss of field practice privileges for your team.  There is no parking inside the gates on the grass area (reserved for umpires and board members) or in the alley that runs along the south end of the parking lot. This is a fire lane and violators will be towed.  Street parking on Springdale is available only on weekends.  No sunflower seeds are allowed on the walkways by the school buildings.  If you sit in this area, plus use cups to dispose of your seeds and make sure you clean up any mess.
Player Drop-Off: Please make sure that you walk your daughter to and from the practice field.  No drop-offs in the parking lot regardless of age!  If you need to make special arrangements, please discuss with your Manager.
Team Meeting:  A mandatory team meeting with the Division Commissioner is required before any team can begin practices.  At least one parent for each girl must attend. 
Uniforms / Equipment: Each girl will be supplied a uniform consisting of softball pants, jersey, socks, and visor or headband.  Jerseys will have names and numbers.  Coach and Manager will also be provided a jersey.  Additional jerseys for Team Mom, Assistant Coaches, or parents are available for purchase.  Each girl must provide their own cleats (no metal, except 14U), glove, ASA/USA approved bat, and batting helmet with attached face guard.  Chin straps are not mandatory but are recommended.  Defensive face masks are also highly recommended for pitchers and players in the infield.
Sponsorships: A league sponsorship of $250 is due by September 14th. This may be a single corporate sponsor, multiple sponsors, or the entire team (parent sponsor).  Unlimited team sponsorships of $150 (or any amount) may also be obtained.  For the team sponsorships, the team will receive back 70% of the team sponsorship.  It is strongly encouraged that parents seek sponsors, as there are many West Garden Grove businesses that are eager to support WGGSL.  No additional fundraising is required unless the team agrees to facilitate any fundraising activities with board pre-approval.  For fundraisers, the team will receive 75% of net proceeds. All fundraisers, including apples, must be board approved. Fundraisers involving gambling are not allowed. Failure to adhere to any of the above may result in disciplinary action.
Snack Bar:  Members are required to pay an $80 snack bar buyout.  Members will have the opportunity to sign-up and work 2 snack bar or tournament field duty shifts to get the $80 back.  Once the snack bar shifts are determined, communications will be sent out to all members asking for sign-ups.  If a member signs up for a shift, they are expected to work the shift and will receive a cash refund of $40 per shift immediately upon completion.  If a member does not sign-up by the provided deadline, they immediately forfeit the $80 and West Grove will hire replacement workers for their shifts.  If a member does sign-up for a shift and they do not show or call with 48-hour notice, they will forfeit the $40 per shift and incur an additional no-show penalty of $25 assessed to their account.   Members wishing to receive additional money (over the $80) back to offset their registration fee may contact the Snack Bar Director to sign-up for extra shifts.
Issue Resolution: If a parent has any issues or concerns during the season, the issue should be escalated through the following chain of command:  1) Manager, 2) Division Commissioner, 3) Chief Commissioner.    If the issue is with the Manager, please proceed to your commissioner.

Practice Fields:  The fields and batting cages at Enders will be assigned for practice, typically on a weekly schedule.  Practices may begin as soon as the team meeting is held and the Manager is issued the team equipment and first aid kit.  After each practice, the team is responsible for dragging and watering the field and putting away all equipment in the cart barn. Dugouts should also be cleaned and all trash surrounding the field picked up. These tasks are not limited to Manager / Coaches and it is expected that parents pitch in and assist.   
Bathroom Maintenance:  In order to maintain WGGSL's bathroom privileges at Enders, it is the league's responsibility to maintain and clean the bathrooms after each use.  There will be a rotation for team bathroom cleaning duties each weeknight.  Each team can expect to have about 2-3 shifts per month and it is expected that parents pitch in and assist.  Penalty missing an assigned shift is the team loss of field practice and cages for one week.
Field Maintenance Day: Field maintenance is scheduled for Saturday, August 28, 2021 from 9am-1pm.  Each team will need to provide a minimum of 5 adult volunteers to participate.  Volunteers under 18 years of age may also help but will not count towards the team minimum headcount.  Penalty for insufficient volunteers or no-shows is assignment of double the number of field duty shifts during our Halloween tournament.



Game Day Field Maintenance: Home team is required to set up the field for each game (bases, chalk).  Visitors are required to drag and water the field (for all games, even if not last game), groom the batter’s box and pitching mound, put away all equipment (last game of the day), and clean/sweep the dugouts and the area surrounding the field.    These tasks are not limited to Manager / Coaches and it is expected that parents pitch in and assist.  For games against other leagues, the team is responsible for both set up and clean up.  For games at other leagues, you are not required to do any field maintenance.
Volunteers: Volunteers: Any parents or older siblings (18 and older) that would like to assist on the field with practices or games are strongly encouraged to participate. The more parent participation we get, the better the experience will be for our girls. Anyone on the field with the girls or in the dugout is required to have a USA background check. There MUST be a background checked female adult at all practices and games. Every adult volunteer (which includes head coaches, managers, team parents, and assistant coaches) will need to enroll	 as a volunteer on the WGGSL website under Registration, apply online at www.registerusasoftball.com for a USA background check form and pay
Junior Volunteers: Any older siblings (under 18) may also assist and will be required to submit only the WGGSL Volunteer application.  Background checks are not required for junior volunteers.
Scorekeepers: Scorekeeping is optional in the fall season; however, it is recommended that you keep score as practice for spring.  Score cards are not required to be submitted.  
Team Pictures:  Picture day will be announced within the next few weeks.
Team Banners: Each team may choose to display a banner at each game, however, banners are not required for the fall season.  Teams may choose to make their own banner, or purchase from a custom banner vendor.  The cost of a banner is at the team's expense.
Tournaments:  All teams (except 6U division) may participate in the Labor Day, Halloween, and Turkey Tournaments at the team's expense.  For the West Grove Halloween Spooktacular, all teams must submit their entries via mail.  It is encouraged that entries be mailed in ASAP, as this tournament typically fills up quickly.  Payment is not required with the entry and may be turned in later (by Oct 1).  Checks sent with the entry form will not be cashed until the week prior to the tournament.
